Step1 Revision

1. Show Ss pictures for Ss to recall good manners in different situations.
2. Ask Ss to fill in blanks concerning the detailed information of good manners in the UK 
Step2 Presentation &Explanation 

Let Ss meet four people from the UK. By presenting their ideas about good manners, explain language points to Ss and write down the important words and phrases on the blackboard.

Step3 Practice 

Encourage Ss to finish sentences about good manners in China and Ss put what they have learnt into practice.
